OCYSA PARENT VOLUNTEER POSITIONS

C-Coach: Team leader and positive mentor to players. Teaches good sportsmanship, fair play, the basics of playing
soccer, and most importantly—having fun playing team sports. Organizes and leads practices. Determines game
lineups and substitutions. Coaching certification courses provided free by OCYSA. Coaches must complete a KidSafe
Disclosure Form and Coach Registration Form. Requires 3 to 6 hours weekly during a season. Contact the Director
of Coach and Player Development for more information.

TP-Team Parent(s): Administrative support for the team. Organizes & maintains team communications. Recruits
volunteers for team assignments at concession stand, field workdays, Jamboree & tournaments. Requires 1 hour or
less per week during a season.

AGR-Age Group Representative: Representative for all teams in an age group. Assists Recreational Commissioners
with player registration, team formation, league scheduling, coach recruitment and training, uniform distribution,
volunteer recruitment, team picture day and facility maintenance. Up to 2 hours weekly, mostly at the start of the
season.

TOPSoccer Volunteer: Very rewarding experience helping young child with mental or physical disabilities train and
play the game of soccer. Up to 2 hours each session.

CS-Concession Stand Helper: Helps operate the concession stand as scheduled. Requires 2 or more hours per shift,
one or two shifts per season.

TV-Tournament Volunteer: Helps as needed with OCYSA hosted tournaments, including Derby Cup. Requires 2
hours or more per shift.

OV-Office Volunteer: Provides administrative support in the OCYSA business office. Requires 2 hours or more per
shift.

GV-General Volunteer: Helps as needed with Jamboree Day, OCYSA hosted tournaments, special events or
projects. Requires 2 or more hours per shift.

BD-OCYSA Executive Board Positions: Willing to assume a leadership position. 1-year term. Must complete a
KidSafe disclosure form. Positions include President, Executive Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Vice President
Recreational Programs, Vice President Fields & Facilities, Vice President Select Soccer Programs.
